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The Harris County District Attorney’s Office Appellate team, led by Alan Curry, won their case argued before the Supreme Court of the United States. The team was a part of an already small group of attorneys who have had the honor of arguing in front of the SCOTUS, and now joins an even smaller group having won. 
In early April, Curry made his way up to the nation’s capitol to participate in moot courts at prestigious venues such as George Mason University. He was shortly joined by Carol Cameron, Eric Kugler, David Newell and Andrea Kelley, who further assisted with argument preparation and discussion. 

Wednesday April 17, accompanied by District Attorney Mike Anderson, Alan Curry argued Salinas v. Texas in front of the United States Supreme Court. 

Yesterday, June 17, the SCOTUS held that a defendant’s failure to answer a question during a non-custodial police interview was not protected by the Fifth Amendment because the defendant never invoked his Fifth Amendment privilege---just as Curry had argued.
